Tree Warden Report Jan 2023

The end of 2022 saw National Tree Week ( 26 November-4 December ). During this time and a little beyond the Suffolk Tree Warden Network   (STWN) facilitated the planting of  over 30,000 trees and hedgerow plants. 
During that week  many seminars and webinars were staged the most interesting of which was on the earth underneath our woodland trees and concerned the world of fungi. Satisfyingly, quite a few trees were planted in the village along our roads and on farms with a number of garden hedgerows established . All  stock donated by the Woodland Trust in conjunction with the STWN. The Native Black Poplar Project was also boosted by the planting of 3  female  trees  along the Alde. 

I note that we have an ivy clad tree down of the Village Green. This will be moved as it is an obstruction but will not, taken away as we know dead wood is a fantastic habitat.
